Morningside Before and After School Care will also be closed on that date.
While we regret the inconvenience we know this will cause, we need to send a clear message to the
Government that we are standing strong for our students. Our children’s education is suffering because of the
difficulty in recruiting teachers and relievers, and we must take strong steps to turn this around.
Through our union, NZEI Te Riu Roa, we are asking for:
- Smaller classes, so our children can get more one-on-one attention
- More resources and staffing to adequately support children with additional learning needs — this will benefit
all children because teachers will be freed to spend more one-on-one time with every student
- Asignificant increase in teachers’ salaries so that they are properly valued for their qualifications and
responsibilities, and as a country we can recruit and retain teachers.
